The Association holds records of names and addresses of all Members and Exhibitors and may publish these for 
the purposes of Show media reports or promotional purposes at the Association’s discretion. The Association may 
take photographs and video images of Members, Exhibitors, exhibits (including livestock) and the employees, agents 
and assistants of any Exhibitor and use this information for reporting or promotional purposes in any media, at the 
Association’s discretion.

IMPORTANT HEALTH & SAFETY INFORMATION FOR EXHIBITORS AND COMPETITORS
All Exhibitors agree to comply with the Terms of the Health & Safety Act 1992 and its subsequent amendments. The 
Canterbury A&P Association hereby states that it will accept no responsibility in any claim from any person resulting 
from non-compliance with the Act.
Livestock Exhibitors and Competitors must follow the instructions of Marshals and Officials. Exhibitors and competitors 
are responsible for ensuring animals are kept in control at all times.
The Canterbury A&P Association reserves the right to order immediate removal from the Showgrounds of any 
animal it considers dangerous, unruly or unmanageable.
Livestock Exhibitors must ensure that they keep walkways clear and no dangerous equipment or chemicals are 
accessible to the public. In any livestock parade children aged under 12 years leading cattle are to be accompanied 
by an adult. Any animal 2 years or over must be led by a person aged 16 years and over.
There is to be NO SMOKING in the Horseboxes, Cattle Marquee or Livestock Pavilion. Any person found smoking 
within these areas will be fined $500. L ivestock and Machinery Exhibitors are reminded that no exhibits shall be 
removed from the Showground until after 5.30pm.
Protective Headgear - Wearing a hard hat is compulsory for anyone competing on, working in or schooling or riding 
for any reason a horse within the Showgrounds.
First Aid: First aid stations are located by the Main Arena, Show Office and the Isaac Arena. Please familiarise yourself 
with the Showgrounds site map.
Accidents must be reported to your Section Office or the Show Office. 

SMOKING
Smoking is prohibited in all Livestock Pavilions, Marquees and Horseboxes. The Canterbury A&P Committee reserves 
the right to impose a fine of $500 on any person found smoking within these areas. 

ENTRIES
Entries must be accompanied by total entry fees payable and be in the hands of the Show Secretary on or before 
the closing dates advertised in the Schedule. 
All entries must be made in the name of the bona-fide owner of the exhibits hereinafter called the Exhibitor, and 
such exhibits must have been the property of the Exhibitor at the time of entry. Registered Lessees of animals are 
permitted to enter under their own name.
Exhibitors must state as accurately as possible at the time of entry the date of birth of all stock in classes where the 
age is required. 
Times by which exhibits are required to be in their allotted places on the Showgrounds ready for judging are detailed 
at the head of each Section. 
Exhibitors must provide sufficient attendants to take charge of each entry of Cattle, Horse, and Sheep entered in 
Breeder’s Groups, and lead them into the Show Ring when required. Exhibitors failing to comply with this regulation 
will be liable to forfeit their prizes at the discretion of the Canterbury A&P Committee. No one under the age of 16 
can lead a large animal. 
No animal from a herd or farm under movement control for TB or Brucellosis or distance control place notice, and 
cattle awaiting a comparative cervical test result, and any replacement stock associated with such animals shall be 
exhibited at the Show.
The Canterbury A&P Association shall not be responsible for any loss or damage caused (inter alia) through 
disease or infection however arising. Each Exhibitor shall have deemed to have guaranteed to the Canterbury A&P 
Association and have given warranty that each exhibit entered and brought to the Showgrounds is free of any 
contagious or infectious disease.

Machinery Exhibitors are reminded that compliance with the terms of the Health & Safety in Employment Act 1992 
and its subsequent amendments is the responsibility of the Exhibitor and that the Canterbury A&P Association hereby 
states that it will accept no responsibility in any claim from any person resulting from non-compliance with the Act. 
Exhibitors of machinery and mechanical equipment of any description must ensure that it is fully guarded to be 
incapable of injuring spectators or Exhibitors while on display. Tractors and other machinery demonstrated at work 
must be attended by a member of the Exhibitor ’s staff while working, and must be efficiently immobilised when not 
working. Exhibits which are considered by the Canterbury A&P Committee to be dangerous, to be excessively noisy, 
or undesirable in any other way, may be immobilised at the discretion of the Canterbury A&P Committee. 
Machinery Exhibitors are reminded that no machinery or displays shall be removed from the Showgrounds until 
after 5.30pm on the last day of the Show. Failure to comply with this condition automatically disqualifies the offender 
from future Shows. 
Entry fee, ferry and camping concessions for North and Southland exhibitors only apply at time of entry. No refunds 
after the Show.
Pen fees are to cover the cost of straw removal and disposal after completion of the Show. 

RIGHTS OF THE CANTERBURY A&P COMMITTEE
The Canterbury A&P Committee reserves the right to refuse or cancel any entry without adducing any reason for 
so doing and reserves the right to make any alteration to The Show timetable, or withdraw any event as may be 
deemed desirable. Any unruly or dangerous animal or exhibit may be required to leave the Showgrounds.

PROTESTS

All protests must be in writing, and may be lodged with the President of the Canterbury A&P Association within ONE 
HOUR from the completion of the class judged, together with a deposit of $50, which shall be returned should the 
protest be sustained. Should the protest be lodged before the Judges proceed to their duties, the onus of proof will 
rest with the Exhibitor; if after that, the onus of proof will be with the party protesting. No protest will be received 
later than one hour after the prize tickets are affixed. The Canterbury A&P Committee, or not less than five members 
thereof, will decide all protests as soon as practicable, and there shall be no appeal from their decision. 

CATALOGUE
When an animal has been duly entered and catalogued in any class, the substitution of another animal will not be 
permitted without the consent of the Canterbury A&P Committee. Please see relevant section conditions for any 
replacement animal. Exhibits competing in the Family and Group Classes are also eligible for other classes.
No animals, excepting those entered in the Catalogue or as part of a Trade Display, will be allowed on the 
Showgrounds..

PRIZES, PRIZE MONEY, SPONSORSHIPS
Note that by entering into this confirmation we take this as acceptance that you understand that any prize money 
paid by CAPA to you, may depending on the amount and your individual circumstances, be regarded as income by 
the Inland Revenue in New Zealand and therefore subject to the payment of income tax. It is your responsibility to 
take independent advice on this and to make such payment where required. CAPA accepts no responsibility for the 
payment of any income tax obligations that may or may not arise from the payment of any such prize money to you. 
In the event of there being no competition (i.e. one exhibit) in any Class, no prize will be given unless the Judge 
certifies to particular merit.
Judges of Stock, in arriving at their decision, are requested not to give undue weight to high condition, but to 
award the prizes to the animals in each Class which they consider best represent the particular breed or description 
intended to be encouraged. The Judges are requested to pass over all animals whose want of condition betokens 
weakness of constitution, however great their merit may be in other respects.
In each class of Livestock cash prizes are offered, but Judges are requested not to award them if the exhibits are not 
up to standard.
In all cases where two or three prizes have been awarded the Judges are requested to ‘very highly commend’ any of 
the other exhibits worthy of this distinction.
Any dispute arising out of the allotment of the Private Prizes may be settled by the Canterbury A&P Committee at 
their next meeting after the Show, and their decision shall be final.
All prize money will be paid by direct credit after the Show except Canterbury Youth Show classes. Prize money for 
these classes will be paid in cash at the Show. Shearing prize money will be paid at the Show.
Class sponsorship monies, subject to confirmation, will be paid IN LIEU of Association prize money, although Breed 
Society special cash prize monies will be additional. The Association takes no responsibility for sponsorships which 
do not eventuate.

THE D D MACFARLANE PERPETUAL CHALLENGE SHIELD Given by the late Leonard White, for most points in the 
following Sections in turn: Clydesdale Horses, Shorthorn Cattle and Corriedale Sheep.

PARKING STOCK TRUCKS AND HORSE FLOATS
Horse Floats for stable unloading and Stock Trucks are to enter Canterbury Agricultural Park from the gate on 
Curletts Road only. Horse Floats with no stable or camping booked enter from the gate on McMahon Drive. Parking 
for all Stock Trucks and Horse Floats is available on the grounds in designated areas with marshals ensuring that 
parking is available for all Exhibitors. Parking is entirely at the vehicle owner’s risk.
Any vehicles parked will be on condition that the Canterbury A&P Association accepts no responsibility for any loss, 
theft, injury or damage to persons or vehicles, their contents, fittings or accessories even when such loss, theft, injury 
or damage is attributed to any negligence on the part of the Canterbury A&P Association or any of its employees 
or stewards.
The Canterbury A&P Committee reserves the right to remove any motor vehicle, float, caravan or any other form 
of trailer which is parked in any area or manner other than those prescribed by Canterbury A&P Committee without 
prior notice. ANY VEHICLE FOUND TO BE PARKED INSIDE THE SHOWGROUNDS WITHOUT AUTHORITY, WILL BE 
TOWED AWAY AT OWNER’S EXPENSE. ANY VEHICLE FOUND TO BE PARKED INSIDE THE SHOWGROUNDS 
WITHOUT AUTHORITY, WILL BE TOWED AWAY AT OWNER’S EXPENSE.

TIMETABLE
All Times Subject to Change
Exhibitors are asked to check times in Catalogue, and must be ready to enter the ring at start time. The timetable 
may be affected by number of entries received.

GENERAL
All persons admitted into any premises controlled by the Canterbury A&P Association shall be subject to the orders of the 
Canterbury A&P Committee, and in the event of misbehaviour on the part of anyone attending the Show, such person may 
be removed by order of the President or any two members of the Canterbury A&P Committee. Any exhibitor who interferes 
with or abuses a Judge or Officer of the Canterbury A&P Association whilst acting in his official capacity as such, will be dealt 
with as may be deemed fitting by the Judicial Committee, and Stewards are instructed to report such occurrences promptly.
The President or any two members of the Canterbury A&P Committee may eject from the Showgrounds, without 
compensation or return of fees, any person whose conduct, either personal or as proprietor of a side show or exhibit, is a 
source of annoyance.
Any Exhibitor who behaves in a manner which, in the opinion of the Judges or the Canterbury A&P Committee, does or is 
likely to embarrass or is intended to embarrass the Canterbury A&P Committee, the Judges or the sponsors of the event, or 
which is likely to have effect of bringing the event into discredit, or which is behaviour which the Judges of the event or the 
Canterbury A&P Committee (or not less than any two members of the Canterbury A&P Committee) consider in their opinion 
to be rude, bad manners, disobedient or abusive or which is designed to or has the effect of harassing or being discourteous 
to any Steward, Judge or other official, may be censured, expelled, fined or banned by the Judicial Committee constituted 
under Clause 37.
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No person shall supply, provide, sell, give or dispose of any food, drink, or any other form of refreshment or tobacco to any 
other person on the land of the Canterbury A&P Association during an Agricultural and Pastoral Show held by the Association 
without the written permission of the Show Management.
The privilege of distributing trade lists, advertisements or other documents is restricted exclusively to Exhibitors at their 
respective stands. Placards or advertisements posted without authority will be removed.
No Exhibitor may sublet any space nor move to any other space from that which has been allocated to him or her. Any 
person infringing regulations without permission in writing of an authorised officer of the Canterbury A&P Association will 
incur expulsion from the Showgrounds.
Persons in charge of exhibits will be admitted on production of an Exhibitor’s pass, and they will be subject to the orders of 
the Canterbury A&P Committee or its officers.
Should any Exhibitor, in the opinion of the Canterbury A&P Committee, infringe any of these Conditions and Regulations, or 
refuse to comply with the directions of the Canterbury A&P Committee, or be guilty of any fraudulent or unfair practice or any 
deceit or concealment either in entering or exhibiting stock, all the exhibits of such Exhibitor shall be disqualified, and his name 
shall not appear in the Official Prize List, and the Canterbury A&P Committee shall have power to suspend such Exhibitor from 
exhibiting at any exhibition during such period as it may think fit.
Should any person or firm be disqualified or su spended by a kindred A&P Association registered under “The Agricultural 
and Pastoral Societies Act, 1908”, the A&P Committee of this Canterbury A&P Association shall have power to endorse such 
disqualification or suspension, and disqualify or suspend such person or firm accordingly.
All exhibits shall be at the sole risk of the owner or Exhibitor, and the Canterbury A&P Association shall not, under any 
circumstances, be responsible for loss, damage, mis-delivery, detention or delay of exhibits of any description whatever. 
The decision of the Canterbury A&P Committee shall be absolutely final in all cases.
The Canterbury A&P Association will endeavour to provide sufficient quantities of green feed to Livestock Exhibitors at the 
New Zealand Agricultural Show. The Canterbury A&P Association takes no responsibility for providing green feed in excess 
of what is deemed adequate for each section.

LIMITING OF ENTRIES. 
The Canterbury A&P Committee reserves the right to limit entries in any class or section in the event of excessive numbers 
of animals requiring accommodation.

DISCIPLINE
In addition to any other Judicial Committee under these Rules or any other regulations of the Canterbury A&P Association, 
there shall be a Judicial Committee comprising the President or a Vice-President and not less than two members of the 
Canterbury A&P Committee who may consider all complaints, charges or references relating to the conduct or omissions of 
all Exhibitors.
The Judicial Committee shall have the power to investigate all incidents, acts or omissions which are referred to them, and to 
obtain such evidence as they may require to hear any complaints, charges or references. Any Exhibitor who is the subject of 
any complaint, charge or reference to the Judicial Committee shall have the right to be heard by the Judicial Committee in 
relation to the matter, and such Exhibitor shall, immediately following advice of the complaint, charge or reference, make him/
herself available for examination by the Judicial Committee.
The Judicial Committee may, after hearing all evidence which they consider is relevant to any matter referred to them, dismiss 
the charge, or uphold the charge, and/or censure the Exhibitor, and/or fine the Exhibitor in an amount not exceeding five 
times the entry fee paid by the Exhibitor to enter the event, and/or ban the Exhibitor from the event, and/or recommend to 
the General Committee that such Exhibitor be banned from any number of future events or indefinitely.
On a recommendation of the Judicial Committee, the Canterbury A&P General Committee may, in addition to the powers 
available to the Judicial Committee, ban any Exhibitor from exhibiting in any number of future events or indefinitely.
The decision of the Judicial Committee under Clause 40 above shall be communicated in writing to the Exhibitor forthwith 
following their decision. The Exhibitor shall have the right to appeal the decision of the Judicial Committee to the General 
Committee by notice in writing to the President, served within 14 days after the decision of the Judicial Committee. The 
decision of the General Committee shall be final and binding on the Exhibitor. Any ban shall have effect immediately following 
the decision of the Judicial Committee. Any fine shall be paid within 30 days of the decision of the Judicial Committee or of the 
General Committee in the case of appeal and shall constitute a contractual debt and may be recovered by the Association 
by due process of law as a debt due.

To be read in conjunction with General Conditions of the Canterbury A&P Association and 
with the Rules and By-Laws of the Royal Agricultural Society. 
PLEASE NOTE: Due to the public being at risk of injury while stock are being continually 
moved to the judging area, the Cattle pen are of the Livestock Pavilion shall be closed to the 
public between the hours of 8am and 1pm on Wednesday & Thursday. These times will be 
confirmed and may be extended or shortened to fit with the judging programme. 
MEMBERSHIP SUBSCRIPTIONS (GST included): Family Membership $180, Individual $90, 
Junior - FREE  
ENTRY FEES: Beef Cattle - Members $20 for Breed Class, $10 for All Breeds Class, Non-

Cattle Section
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C.1: All cattle entered in Purebred Classes must be entered in the recognised Herd Books of 
the respective breeds, or if under one year of age they must be eligible for entry. The names 
of all Purebred Cattle must be stated in the entry form. This rule will be rigidly adhered to. 
C.2: All cattle must be tattooed or marked in accordance with their respective Breed Society 
Rules otherwise they will be disqualified. 
C.3: The registered number of the exhibited animal entered in the Purebred Classes must be 
given at time of entry, but registered numbers of Sire and Dam are not required. Breeding 
details will not be printed in the catalogue; however details are required for the entry form 
for verification of eligibility. In the case of young cattle where the registered number of the 
animal is not available, the date of birth and the name of sire and dam must be given. 
C.4: Exhibitors must state the breeder's name. 
C.5: The owner of the dam of an animal at the date of mating shall be considered the 
breeder.  
C.6: All Cattle must be on the ground and stalled by 8pm the day prior to judging. All cattle 
are required to remain on the ground until the last day of the Show approximately 3.30pm – 
unless otherwise given permission by Convenor. No vehicles are to be driven within the 
Showgrounds prior to 5.30pm on any day of the Show. 
C.7: Cattle arriving late will be liable to disqualification. 
C.8: The same animal cannot be entered in two Classes unless the contrary is specified.  
C.9: Exhibits competing in the family and group classes must be entered in other classes. 
C.10: The age of all Cattle, including calves at foot, is determined from 1st June each year 
with the exception of children’s calf classes. 
C.11: All exhibits must be shown up to their respective ages, and no two-year-old animal 
may be shown as a three-year-old, and no yearling may be shown in a two or three-year-old 
class. This applies to all sections.  
REPLACEMENTS 
C.12: Notwithstanding Rule 15 of the General Conditions and Regulations of the Canterbury 
A&P Association, when an animal has been duly entered and catalogued in any class but 
cannot be paraded, it may be replaced provided notification is given to the Cattle Supervisor 
and providing it is the property of the Exhibitor concerned as stated in Rule 2 of the General 
Conditions. The replacement must meet entry criteria for TB and been tested clear. 
Breeding data is to be displayed on the stall. 
IDENTIFICATION 
C.13: T.B. Testing. All cattle entered for showing must be from a current TB Clear Status 
Herd. A copy of the current TB test certificate must be included with your entry forms. The 
Canterbury A&P Association must be notified at the time of entry of any testing to be 
carried out after the closing date of entries or of any potential TB issues that may arise after 
entries have been submitted. 
Owners entering cattle must sign the declaration printed on the entry form. There are now 
two documents required under Animal Health Board and Canterbury A&P Committee 
regulations - TB Test Certificate: For cattle from a Declared Movement Controlled Areas - All 
Cattle aged 3 months or older are to be TB tested, and have a clear test within 60 days prior 
to being moved to the Show. All other cattle must be from a herd that is up to date with its 
current routine TB testing requirements. TB Animal Status Declaration Cards: This is a legal 
requirement for all cattle being moved. All cattle entered for this Show must be 
accompanied in transit by a signed and dated TB Animal Status Declaration Card showing a 
TB Clear status in accordance with present legislation. Animal individual  
numbers must be included on the TB test sheet. These cards will be inspected at the 
unloading area. 
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A NAIT approved RFID tag will be mandatory for all movements of cattle, including day old 
calves.  
NAIT approved RFID cattle tags are white only. Please do not remove tags if cattle are 
identified with Animal Health Board or MINDA tags. All animals being exhibited at the Show 
including any participating in a hoof and hook carcase competition comes under the 
standard identification and ASD regulations. These cattle will require the NAIT approved 
RFID tag. It is the livestock exhibitors responsibility to record all animal movements with 
NAIT 48 hours prior to leaving the farm/property for the Show and then within 48 hours of 
returning to the farm/property from the Show. 
Canterbury A&P Association - NAIT National Number: 454698. 
Where live cattle or deer form part of a trade display the exhibitor is responsible for: i. 
ensuring all stock have completed all TB testing requirements as per Animal Health Board 
testing regulations, ii. ensuring all stock are identified in accordance with current legal 
requirements. 
INSPECTION 
C.14: The Canterbury A&P Committee reserves the right to inspect at random any cattle for 
tattoos or identification to establish TB Status, or to detect any malpractice of presentation 
in Dairy Cattle (see Condition C.37) 
JUDGING 
C.15: Exhibits being presented in the ring for judging without the allocated NECK NUMBER, 
will be disqualified from the class. 
C.15A: If an exhibitor has more than two animals they must have an appropriate number of  
handlers so they are not holding up proceedings 
 
PRESENTATION OF EXHIBITS/EXHIBITORS DURING JUDGING AND PARADES 
No distinguishing mark of ownership or stud name, with the exception of 'earmarks, tattoos, 
ear tags' and registered brands may be attached to the animal exhibited. Exhibitors are 
requested to see that all leaders of cattle in judging rings and parades are to wear Breed 
Uniform or white coats - no exceptions.  
White coats are available for use from the Cattle Office. 
AWARD OF CHAMPIONSHIPS 
C.16: Champion and Reserve Champion will be selected as follows: First Prize winners in all 
eligible Classes to be paraded before the judge. Immediately after the Champion has been 
selected,the second prize animal in the Class from which the Champion has been selected 
may be askedinto the ring for judging of Reserve Champion. 
C.17: Juniors shall not be eligible for senior championships but are eligible for Supreme 
Breed Champions. Champion Junior goes forward to Junior Champion Cup and Supreme 
Champion of Breedgoes forward to Meat and Wool Cup. 
C.18: Champion and Reserve Champion Ribbons will be awarded at the Judge's discretion. 
C.20: SPONSORSHIPS are subject to confirmation. 
C.21: PARADES: ALL prizewinning Cattle will take part in the Champion of Champions Parade 
on Thursday and the Grand Parade on Friday. Eligible non-participants will be liable for 
disqualification and prize money forfeited. The Champion of Champions Cattle Parade will 
be led by the Supreme Champion Animal followed by the other prize winners from that 
breed, then followed by the ReserveChampion Animal and the prize winners from that 
breed, the rest to follow in alphabetical breed order. 
The Grand Parade will follow the same format as the Champion of Champions Parade. 
Children aged under 12 years leading cattle in any livestock parade are to be accompanied 
by an adult. 
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C.22: All led bulls (born before 31 December last) must have a ring through the nose and be 
under adequate supervision. It is compulsory that all Beef Females, including yearling 
heifers, be led by a nose clip. 
C.23: Bulls in the Cattle Pavilion must be securely tied by an adequate chain around the neck 
or a stout leather collar with an adequate rope attached, as well as a halter, unless securely 
penned (closed gate). 
UNRULY ANIMALS 
C.24: The Canterbury A&P Association, through the Chairman of its Cattle Committee, 
reserves the right to order immediate removal from the Showground of any animal it 
considers unruly or unmanageable. Exhibitors expelled from the Showgrounds are not 
entitled to any refund of entry fees. 
C.25: GREENFEED: Will not be supplied in 2024. Exhibitors to bring and remove all their own 
feed.

Firstly, congratulations on taking the first step to becoming a pig champion, this year’s 
competition would not be the same without your involvement, so take the time to ensure 
your pig is looking sharp for the big day. 
Also be sure you and your crew are well dressed for the occasion; this year the best dressed  
competition will have some great prizes for the winners. Below I have outlined how the day 
will run and few tips to ensure a successful day at Pig Week. 
 
Conditions:  
Pigs will be judged on conformation, balance, muscle and finish. Pigs will ideally weigh 
between 80-100kg. There will be no breed bias, but rather a focus on the finished product. 
Entrants must have their pig for a minimum of two months prior to the show. 
Boars can be entered in up to all three classes if applicable.  
 
House keeping 
We ask that there is no drinking or smoking around the pens. All pigs, rubbish and any 
drinking or feed bowls must be removed that evening unless arrangements have been 
made with the committee. Canterbury Homekill are providing a service which will see pigs 
taken away that afternoon by Ellesemere Transport.  
 
Getting your pig penned up 
This can often be a stressful time, so ensure you are well prepared. All pigs coming to the 
show, will require a Water and Feed bowls along with enough feed for the duration of the 
stay. Pigs can be brought to the grounds the day before and be penned up. We will have a 
list of allocated pens. All pigs are required to be washed one hour prior to judging, ready for 
initial inspection in the pens. Bring buckets, shampoo, and baby oil to ensure your pig can 
be washed adequately prior to the show. No pigs are to remain at the show grounds after 
5.00pm Thursday. 
 
Judging from 10.00am -12.00pm 
It is likely all pigs from the pens will be brought into the arena for judging, so please ensure 
you have a handler and some help to re pen your pig. From there the top 5-8 pig will be 
selected for closer inspection at the judge’s discretion. Prize winners will be announced at 
the prize giving/ lunch. The judges are likely to invite members of the syndicates up to 
provide some history of the pig.

The Judges’ decisions are final, and no correspondence will be entered into. 
 
Judging: 
1. Appearance – smooth on the top, bottom and sides. No sign of shiny, dark, overheated 
fruit protruding from the surface. The cake should be firm, smooth, fresh and moist to the 
touch. It should have even sides, and a smooth flat top showing an even distribution of fruit. 
2. Finish in baking - no bumps, hollows, sunken centres nor large cracks (a small crack is not 
considered a major fault). The cake should cut cleanly, without any crumbs, and without 
catching or dragging of fruit. There should be no burning or crusty top or sides (caused by 
too hot an oven or insufficient papering). After the cake is cut, the fruit closest to the 
outside should not appear to be dark or shiny (caused by overcooking in

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too hot an oven). This fault causes a bitter flavour. 
3. Colour – attractive, even, golden brown on the top, bottom and sides. 
4. Texture – firm and fine, it should be moist, not soggy nor dry. The texture should be 
smooth and even, and the same right through the cake. A well ripened cake cuts cleanly and 
evenly. 
5. Flavour & Aroma – delicious - and should be a perfect blend of fresh eggs and dairy 
ingredients, sugar, essences, flour, spices, spirits or orange juice and quality dried fruit. 
Beware of an overpowering flavour or aroma of essences or spices or the acrid smell of 
overheated fruit. 
6. Decoration – no decoration allowed. 
 
Display: 
Following judging, cakes will be displayed in sealed, transparent display cake boxes in the 
Kiwi Christmas Cake site - Market Pavilion.
